All creative work (book reports, essays, sentences) should be the work of
the child.

It is mandatory for students to practice a page of handwriting twice a
week.

Students should use loose sheets to do these assignments / activities
except where indicated otherwise.

The syllabus covered so far during the 1% Term should be revised
thoroughly during summer holidays.

Students should make their own scrap book where needed.

With your child, read Urdu or English stories. Ask the child to repeat the
