• The syllabus covered so far during the 1st Term should be revised 

thoroughly during summer holidays.  

• Students should make their own scrap book where needed.   

• With your child, read Urdu or English stories. Ask the child to repeat the 

story to you in his own words to develop listening and speaking skills.
