1. Relate a real life phenomenon (not mentioned in the book) with each branch of 

Physics mentioned in chapter 1. (Example: a rainbow is a phenomena that 

appears as a spectrum of light in the shape of an arc in the atmosphere. When 

light from the sun shines on the droplets of moisture in the earth’s atmosphere, 

it is refracted at the front side of the droplet and reflected from the inner side of 

the droplet again to be refracted from the front side and we see the spectrum. 

The inner side of the rainbow arc is violet and its outer side is red. Although 

violet is refracted at a greater angle however, due to reflection it appears on 

the inner side of the arc. This phenomenon is explained by the branch of 

Physics known as Optics or Light.)
